17.3.   Playoff Game Tiebreaker rules

17.2.1. A single 5 minute “sudden death” overtime period.

17.2.2. If still tied continue with shoot-out as follows:

Total number of players on both teams eligible to shoot will be determined by using the number from the team having the fewest players remaining on the bench.  Coaches will list the order of all resulting eligible prior to the start of the shoot-out.  Goalies may not participate.

Each team selects 5 players from those eligible for a shoot-out, all 10 shoot, most total goals wins.

 If still tied, the next set of a different 5 players is selected from each team. All 10 shoot, most goals win.

If still tied, repeat step “C” until winner is determined, recycling shooters in the same sequential order if required.  If there are not enough eligible players remaining to select a new different 5 players in the rotation, the players having previously shot will be added behind the last eligible skater, in the same sequential order of their previous shot to form the next 5.  e.g. if there are 13 eligible players on each team, the 3rd person shoot-out will consist of players number 11,12,13, 1 and 2 followed by next 5 players 3,4,5,6& 7, etc. until tie is broken.

No restrictions on a coach’s option to select or change Goalie at any time.
